GOV 699: Research Methodology and Dissertation

The dissertation allows students to undertake in-
depth research and analysis, exploring diverse areas
through research papers, policy notes, or systematic
reviews on selected policy issues. Students begin by
participating in preparatory research methodology
courses, covering topics like research methods

and proposal writing. The dissertation process

also involves proposal screening and continuous
supervision to ensure academic excellence and
research proficiency.

MAGD has a diverse pool of highly qualified faculty members, both from the academia and the world of practice.
Our in-house faculty members have advanced training from some of the finest universities in the world. Our guest
faculties are usually leading experts in their respective fields. Some notable MAGD faculty members include:

Dr Mirza M Hassan is a political economist and the Head of the Governance and Politics
Cluster at BIGD. With over 20 years of consulting experience for development agencies
such as The Asia Foundation (TAF), World Bank, Department for International Development

(DFID), and United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), his research focuses on
political development, state-business relations, urban and local governance, and justice
sector and human rights in South Asia, the Pacific region, and North Africa. He will teach
Leading Issues of Governance in Bangladesh.

Admission Requirements

To be considered eligible for admission to the MAGD
program, candidates must meet the following criteria:

e Bachelor’s degree in any discipline from a
government-recognized university with at least
a Second Class or CGPA of 2.5 on a 4.0-point
scale.

e A minimum CGPA of 2.5 on a 5.0-point scale
or Second Division in SSC/equivalent and HSC/
equivalent, separately.

e A minimum CGPA of 2.5 in O-Levels in five
subjects and A-Levels in two subjects on a
5.0-point scale; only one E is acceptable.

Program Duration and Class Timing

The MAGD program operates on an open credit
system. Depending on the number of credits taken in
each semester, the program may be completed in 3-5
semesters or within 12—20 calendar months.

Classes are generally held from Saturday to Thursday,
between 6:30 PM and 9:30 PM, offering necessary
flexibility to working students.

Program Cost

The approximate total cost of the MAGD program is
BDT 289,100.* Brac University offers tuition fee waivers
and scholarships in accordance with its policies.

*Fees are subject to change as per the decision of the
university.

How to Apply

MAGD admission process is conducted in three

steps. First, eligible candidates must apply through the
Brac University admission portal (admissions.bracu.
ac.bd). Then they must attend an admission test,
which consists of two segments: analytical writing

and multiple-choice questions (MCQs), assessing
mathematics, logical reasoning, current affairs, public
policy, and analytical thinking. Successful test takers
then proceed to a viva. Finally, the selected candidates
are offered to enrol in the program.

The admission circulars are regularly published on
the websites of BIGD and Brac University. Typically,
there are three admission cycles: Spring (November—
December), Summer (March-April), and Fall (July—
August).
